Section 52 (2) Licensing Act 2003 — provides that, before determining the

Application, the Authority must hold a Hearing to consider it and any relevant
Representations.

(3)  The Authority must, having regard to the Application and any relevant
representations, take such of the steps mentioned in subsection (4) (if any) as
it considers appropriate for the promotion of the Licensing objectives.

4) The steps are —

(@) to modify the Conditions of the Licence;

(b) to exclude a Licensable activity from the scope of the Licence;
(c) to remove the Designated Premises Supervisor;

(d) to suspend the Licence for a period not exceeding three months;
(e) torevoke the Licence;

and for this purpose the Conditions of the Licence are modified if any of them
is altered or omitted or any new Condition is added.

(5) Subsection (3) is subject to Sections 19 to 21 (requirement to include certain
Conditions in Premises Licences)

(6)  Where the Authority takes a step mentioned in subsection (4) (a) or (b), it may
provide that the modification or exclusion is to have effect for only such period
(not exceeding three months) as it may specify.

(7) In this section “relevant representations” means representations which —

(&) are relevant to one or more of the Licensing objectives, and
(b) meet the requirements of subsection (8).

(8) The requirements are —
(@) the representations are made —
0] by the Holder of the Premises Licence, a responsible Authority
or any other person, and
(i) within the period prescribed under Section 51(3)(c)
(b)  that they have not been withdrawn; and
(c) if they are made by a person who is not a responsible Authority, that
they are not, in the opinion of the relevant Licensing Authority, frivolous
or vexatious.
(9)  Where the relevant Licensing Authority determines that any representations

are frivolous or vexatious, it must notify the Person who made them of the
reasons for that determination.

Where a Licensing Authority determines an Application for Review under this
Section it must notify the Determination and its reasons for making it to -

(@) the Holder of the Licence,

(b)  the Applicant,

(c) any person who made relevant Representations, and

(d)  the Chief Officer of Police for the Police area (or each Police area) in
which the Premises are situated

A Determination under this Section does not have effect -

(@) until the end of the period given for appealing against the decision, or
(b) if the decision is appealed against, until the Appeal is disposed of.

Where an Application is made for the Review of a Premises Licence or Club
Premises Certificate, the matter will be determined in accordance with the
terms of this Policy. The Application for Review will be considered in
accordance with the delegated criteria.

When an Application to Review a Premises Licence or Club Premises
Certificate has been determined in accordance with the procedures detailed
above, the Licence or Certificate will either:

e continue in operation unaltered,

e be modified and the terms and conditions changed in accordance with the
Licensing Authority Decision, or

e be cancelled.

The Licensing Authority will determine the date upon which the Decision will
take effect and the Licence holder and Applicant for Review advised
accordingly.

In relation to a modification or the cancellation of a Licence or Club Premises
Certificate, the notification will detail the grounds for the modification or
cancellation and specify the process for the Applicant to Appeal against the
Licensing Authorities decision.
