Occupation by Dependent Relatives

1. DEFINITIONS

1.1 "the Main House" means the building shown edged brown on Plan Number [        ] and known as [                               ].

1.2 "the Building" means the building shown in part edged green and in part edged blue on Plan Number [        ].

1.3 "Dependent Relative" means one of the following relatives of the occupier of the Main House or such occupier's spouse:

parent, grandparent, child, grandchild, brother, sister, uncle, aunt, nephew or niece or any person whom the Head of Planning Services shall in his absolute discretion designate as such in writing, and for the purposes of this clause:

1.3.1 a relationship by marriage shall be treated as a relationship by blood;

1.3.2 a relationship of the half-blood shall be treated as a relationship of the whole blood;

1.3.3 the stepchild of a person shall be treated as his child; and

1.3.4 an illegitimate child shall be treated as the legitimate child of his mother and reputed father.
1.4 "Dependent Relative Accommodation" means the part of the Building containing [       ] units of accommodation edged green on the Plan.

2. PLANNING OBLIGATIONS

The Owner covenants with the Council with the intent that these are planning obligations for the purpose of Section 106 of the Act:

2.1 Not to dispose of the Dependent Relative Accommodation by way of a sale of the freehold, or by way of lease, or by any other means, separately from the Main House with the intention that the Dependent Relative Accommodation shall always have the same owner as the Main House.

2.2 Not to permit the Dependent Relative Accommodation to be occupied by any person other than a Dependent Relative.

2.3 [To apply jointly with the Council in lodging at HM Land Registry an application in the prescribed form (Land Registry Form CT1) for a caution against first registration of a disposition of part only of the Land without the consent in writing of the Council].
2.4 [To apply jointly with the Council to HM Land Registry for a restriction to be placed in the Charges Register of the Owner's title to the Land in the following terms:
“No disposition of part only of the registered estate by the proprietor of the registered estate is to be registered without a written consent signed on behalf of East Staffordshire Borough Council by an officer of that council authorised to sign documents on behalf of that council.”
