Public Art contribution

1. DEFINITIONS

1.1 “Art Sum” means [£

] Index Linked.

1.2 “Selection Panel” means the Council’s Arts Officer and two members appointed by the Owner.

1.3 “Work of Art” means a sculpture or other structure of an artistic nature which:

1.3.1 is relevant to its location;

1.3.2 is of high quality and accessible;

1.3.3 uses materials which are robust and low maintenance; and

1.3.4 is chosen by the Selection Panel.

2. PLANNING OBLIGATIONS

The Owner covenants with the Council with the intent that these are planning obligations for the purposes of Section 106 of the Act:

2.1 Not to occupy or permit the occupation of any part of the Development until the Art Sum has been paid to the Council in respect of the provision of the Work of Art.

2.2 Not to occupy or permit the occupation of any part of the Development before appointing 2 members of the Selection Panel and thereafter to procure that such members meet with the Council’s Arts Officer to agree the commission brief for the Work of Art and to select the Work of Art.

2.3 To place the Work of Art on the Land (or such other location as the Council agree in writing) at a time and in a position to be determined by the Council (acting reasonably) and after consultation with the Owner.

2.4 To notify the Council when the Work of Art has been erected.

2.5 Not to move the Work of Art from its position without the consent in writing of the Council (such consent not to be unreasonably withheld or delayed) and subject to such reasonable conditions as the Council may impose.

2.6 Once erected, to maintain the Work of Art in good condition and repair and to renew or replace it should it become irreparably damaged (unless the Council agree otherwise in writing) for a period of at least 10 years after installation of the Work of Art to the Satisfaction of the Council and after which period to review the position with the Council and the selected artist.

3. DECLARATION

It is agreed and declared that once erected on the Land to the Satisfaction of the Council ownership of the Work of Art will vest in the Owner.

4. THE COUNCIL’S OBLIGATIONS

The Council agrees to:

4.1 Use the Art Sum for the design and provision of the Work of Art.

4.2 Devise the commission brief and advertising schedule for the Work of Art and thereafter to procure that the Council’s Arts Officer meets with the other members of the Selection Panel appointed by the Owner to agree the brief and schedule.

4.3 Manage the selection process for the Work of Art in consultation with the Owner and prepare a shortlist of 3 artists for selection by the Selection Panel.

4.4 Advise on the process for contracting the selected artist.

4.5 Inform the Owner in writing of the date when the Work of Art has been erected to the Satisfaction of the Council as soon as reasonably practicable.
