ACCESS TO INFORMATION: EXEMPT INFORMATION

DESCRIPTIONS OF EXEMPT INFORMATION: ENGLAND 
 

1.  Information relating to any individual. 
2.  Information which is likely to reveal the identity of an individual.

authority holding that information). 
4.  Information  relating  to  any  consultations  or  negotiations,  or  contemplated  consultations
